Ripponlea Primary School first opened in 1922 with 
approximately 10 teachers and 400 students. During this time, 
the boys and girls were kept separate in classrooms and on the 
playground. 
 
During the 1940s with the threat of war, Ripponlea PS became 
headquarters for the Local Air Raid Precaution Wardens. 
Trenches were dug on the oval in order to accommodate 600 
children in the event of an air raid.  
 
In the 1950s RPS expanded by adding a Library, canteen and 
first aid room. This growth has continued to include the OSHC 
program and Kinder in the 1980s and the Barrbunin (hall) 
including the Snack Shack and art room in 2012.  
 
Ripponlea PS holds the wonders of the past 98 years and we 
look forward to celebrating 100 years in 2022.
